28 - 32 wheelbarrows). Any soil is suitable for the bottom 8 inches (approximately 1.5 cubic yards). Or, you
may fill the bottom 8 inches with gravel, pebbles, rocks or wood chips. Most 1/2 ton pickup trucks can haul 1
cubic yard of top soil if this is an option for you. Consider having soil delivered as opposed the buying bags
by the cubic foot. There are 27 cubic feet in 1 cubic yard.

Fill the Garden to the top of the wood framing (the start of the metal screening).In a few weeks, the soil will
settle/drop about 4-6 inches. Top up if necessary.

Add soil within two weeks of planting. Fertilizer may be required. Check with your local garden growing expert
before adding any fertilizer!
